On Friday afternoon, the children were treated to a visit from some of the Year Five children, who read
dinosaur books with Reception. The older children were keen to pass on their dinosaur knowledge, which
resulted in some interesting discussions!

Reception Outstanding Achievement Award




Matthew, Philip and Austin have learnt all the Reception keywords and gained an Outstanding
Achievement Award. Well done boys!
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This week in Year 1, we have tested our culinary skills and designed and made our own Italian style pizzas.
We had to test a range of toppings and decide which would become part of our final design. We have also
evaluated our pizzas and considered what we would improve next time and what we are proud of. We all
had a fantastic time making, and of course eating our Italian inspired creations!

Also, as part of our work on Italy, we have learnt about some famous towns and landmarks and written a
persuasive travel brochure page, encouraging people to visit and developing our persuasive writing skills
further.

Our maths work has also supported our Italian cookery, as we have been learning to weigh using scales,
so that we can weight ingredients when we need to.
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Our science topic has been very exciting in the last few weeks! Year Two have been enjoying learning
about humans and animals, and particularly how we change and grow. We started by thinking about how
we change as we get older. We discussed our baby brothers and sisters and how they are changing too.
We all understand the order of human development e.g. baby, toddler, child, teenager, adult,
grandparent/elderly. After this, we thought carefully about how animals change and grow. We matched up
the baby animal to its mother. Many of us were surprised to find out that a baby hedgehog is called a piglet
and a baby goat is called a kid. Some of us could talk about the life cycle of other animals such as a frog or
a chicken.

We have also been learning about the human body. We discussed what we need to stay alive e.g. water,
air, exercise and we all agreed that although an iPad is fun, we would be able to live without it! We have
thought about what we need to eat to stay healthy and how important exercise is for our bodies, too. We
carried out an exercise experiment where we recorded how we felt different before and after exercise. In
our last science lesson, we drew around each other and labelled what we know about our bodies. All of us



could label parts of our body and we were even able to label some of our organs too! We hope you will
agree that Year Two are turning into some amazing scientists!
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In maths this week, the children have been working on problem solving. We began with a task where the
children had to find all the possible combinations of cupcakes in three different sizes, with three different
flavours of icing, and three different toppings. The children very quickly realised that in order to find all the
possible combinations of cupcakes, they would have to adopt a methodical approach and find all the
combinations for each size of cupcake systematically. They also learned that using an informal recording
method helped them to avoid repetition of combinations.

We then went on to complete a task that tested th
reasoning skills. In the task, the children used number cards to generate random digits. Once they had their
randomly generated digits, they had to decide how best to arrange them into hundreds, tens and units in an
addition calculation, where the answer had to be as close as possible to a given target number. The
children found the task challenging at first, but after several attempts, they were all able to choose the best
columns and pairings of digits to achieve the closest answer to their target number.

Everyone enjoyed working on the tasks set and the opportunity it gave them to do practise their own,
independent learning. We will be trying other similar thought-provoking tasks throughout the rest of the
academic year. MAB

Year 4 have enjoyed the last 3 days at Hooke Court on their first residential

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The Year Five children have been working hard in science this term! On Tuesday, they were given the task
of setting up their own investigations to find out how quickly sugar would dissolve in water. They worked in
groups, carefully making predictions, and thinking about what equipment they would need. The children
understand the importance of ensuring that tests are fair, so each group changed one aspect each time; for
example, the amount of sugar added or the number of stirs taken for the sugar to dissolve. They enjoyed
their practical investigation but also worked sensibly identifying their results and writing a scientific
conclusion. Well done Team Year Five!
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This week in Year 6, the children have started looking at Carrie & War, by Nina Bawden. They
read through the opening chapters to discover that Carrie and her brother Nick have been
evacu ated to a Welsh mining village. In the third chapter, both classes debated, in depth, an

incident in which Nick t akes some ginger biscuits without permission. The discussion centred
around the punishment Nick was likely to receive and whether Mr Evans 0 response was
appropriate.

In design and technology, the children have been looking at different slipper types , and what
they are used for , in order to be able to design a slipper for their own purpose. They talked

about what materials would be suitable and how they could be incorporated into  their own
particular design.
